Entry Information and Rules
This Show is PENDING AOBA certification, and all rules and guidelines will be in strict accordance with AOBA
Show Rules. All Exhibitors are responsible for reviewing the current AOBA Show Division Handbook.

A copy of the ARI Registration Certificate must accompany all entries. There will be no exceptions! Alpacas with
“pending” registrations will not be allowed to show.

All alpacas must be entered in the name of the owner as listed on the ARI Registration Certificate. Animals that
are in the process of being purchased or have not been transferred must have a Buyer's Permission to Show
Form signed by the owner that is listed on the ARI Registration Certificate.

There will be no substitutions allowed from the original Halter Show Entry Form, unless an animal becomes ill and
permission is obtained from the Halter Show Superintendent.

There will be a mandatory exhibitor meeting on Saturday, May 10 at 8:00 am in the show ring. All exhibitors and
handlers MUST attend this meeting for announcements and to receive the show schedule.

There will be one ring with one judge on Saturday, and two rings with two judges on Sunday. In the interest of
time, participants must have their entries ringside 10 minutes prior to class entering the ring. Show starts
promptly at 9:00 am on Saturday.

Fleece Show

Entry Information and Rules
Fleece Check-In is Friday afternoon from Noon to 6:00pm. If not attending HOV, fleeces may be mailed. See
below. Each fleece will have a claim check that must be presented to receive the fleece back. Fleeces will be
judged on Friday, May 9 and Saturday, May 10, and will remain on display until Sunday at 3:00 pm, at which time
the fleeces may be claimed and sold by private treaty if desired by owner.

Plastic bags will be provided at time of check in.
Special Ribbons will be awarded for Best Prepared, First Time Exhibitor's Award and Judge's Choice.

Mail in fleeces will be accepted! Send to Superintendent Carol Lundberg, Elderberry Creek Alpacas, 10868
Siegmund Road SE, Stayton, Oregon 97383. Mail in entries MUST be accompanied by a pre-paid, self
addresses return label, and will be returned in the same box sent. We will be unable to return fleeces without this
label, and those fleeces will be donated.

For anyone intending to show fleece entries the following weekend at the Linn County Lamb and Wool Festival,
we are happy to forward your Heart of the Valley Entries to this show. The same return mail rules apply. If you
would like to pick up your fleece after this show, be sure to contact Vickey Glover for proper claim checks. We
will take care of your fleeces within reason, but we are not responsible for loss or damage!
