Entry must be made in the name of the alpaca and current owner as matched to the ARI Registration Certificate (and Buyer’s Permission to Show form if applicable) and is subject to the Exhibitor Rule of 3
alpacas per owner/farm/entity, per breed type, per gender, per age division, per color designation.  Color is determined by the definitions as found in the current AOBA Show Division Handbook and as
matched to the current ARI Color Chart.  An exhibitor registration fee form MUST accompany this Halter Show Entry Form.  For every alpaca entering the show grounds, the owner shall submit a copy for
retention of the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (Health Papers) completed no more than 30 days prior to the last date of the show, for each alpaca transported to the show.  All alpacas must be
identified with a microchip. The alpaca name and microchip number must be affixed onto the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (Health Papers) and transportation documents. All alpacas entering the
show grounds must submit proof of a negative PCR or VI test for BVD on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.  This includes companions, alpacas being transported and using the show venue as
a stop off point, etc.  If additional space is needed, please copy this page.   Halter show judging shall be 50% conformation & 50% fleece at Heart of the Valley 2008.
